procurement. Currently, close to half of all addressable dollars (48.25%)
are spent with certified MBE and WBE, far outpacing the District's goal of
37% and making CPS a national leader in MWBE procurement. Exceeding
goals in this area not only strengthens our communities economically -- it
means that CPS' vendors reflect the diversity of the District's student body.
While CPS does not track the exact geographic location of each vendor,
the majority of local services at CPS are provided by vendors from lllinois.
Items purchased from the MWBE vendors go to every school.

Additionally, OBD conducts global outreach
and engagement to all MBE + WBE, including in-person outreach at
events and engaging partners directly; for example: the City of Chicago
Construction Summit, City of Chicago Vendor Symposium, IHCC Event,
GPC Forum with State of lllinois APEX, Cook County Pathways, MSDC,
WBDC, Chicago United, Chicago Transit Authority, City of Chicago BCAP,
all certifying agencies, and Chicago Chamber of Commerce.

OBD also connects with community partners such as Community Action
Councils, Local School Councils, and not-for-profits, and attends events
such as Fiesta del Sol, Mexican Independence Day events, Puerto Rican
festivals, and other organic introductions to meet MBE And WBE where
they are. Globally our numbers for Latino businesses that MBE are the
highest minority participation for the district.
